UTQIAGVIK (Barrow), AK (September 18, 2020) — COVID-19 Student Relief Funding will be available for
program-active llisagvik College students, beginning Friday, September 18. This funding is for students to
be applied to expenses related to the disruption of campus operations due to COVID-19. Funding
includes internet-specific stipends for students who need assistance with internet costs related to virtual
learning. Applications are accepted on a first-come, first-serve basis until all funds designated are
exhausted by eligible students.

INITIAL DEADLINE TO APPLY: September 30, 2020
SECOND DEADLINE TO APPLY: October 31, 2020

Eligible expenses include and are not limited to the following:

e Housing costs associated with an unplanned move, rent, security deposit, or short-term hotel
costs incurred to relocate, quarantine, personal safety, etc.

e Assistance with food.

e Costs of additional equipment, course materials, software or technology to complete
educational requirements via remote learning.

e Medical expenses related to COVID-19.

e Unplanned travel expenses to receive medical care and/or self-quarantine including airfare, car
rental, bus or train fare, etc.

e Unplanned or additional childcare costs necessary to complete classwork.

e Emergency personal or “incidental” expenses such as clothing, hygiene items, etc.

e Safety-related needs such as change of locks, legal assistance, etc.

This funding is a combination of Higher Education Emergency Relief Funds (HEERF) and Bureau of Indian
Education funds created by Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic Security (CARES) act, and a kind
donation provided by the American Indian College Fund.
